Jt was
not won without sery hard work. A quarter
of an hour from the finish it seemed that the
match would end in a draw. Thon came a

Wastford have nover won a Southern Leagueo
matah at Lutcn. They have not performed
oxooptionally wetil this geason—up to yester-
day they had obtained three points in four
gamos, whereas Luton had securcd four in
four matches. They have a very spcedy line
of forwards, who inclnded RKquires, a Red-
bocurn man, at inside-left. From the Recorves
he won a place in the first team last year.
Cleaver, Maclaine, and Fyfe werc with the
Club last year. Moore came from the Mid.
lands at the beginning of th's cea on.

Abe Jones made a welcoms re-appearance
in the home team. A whitc patch on his
neck showed that the abeeess had net entirely
hoaled, bup be played well, nevertholess.
Mocre again partnered Stansfield on the laft
wing—Mcody will be fit to play at L:yton on
Saturday—and Trueman played in a Southorn

e match for the first time. In  the
seoond half it was evident that both these men
were sufferiug from want «f freining, but
they gave a gocd account of themselves.

In order to attract as many specctators as
posdible, the kick-off was fixed for a quarter-
past fivo. As a ma'ter of fact, the game
‘gtarted eight minutes before the adwcrtis-d
time. The teame did not leave the field at
the interval.  Althcugh the light was not
good in the concluding ®iages, the game was
finished, and the three thousand spectators
wore highly pleased with the well-carned
victory. : :

As soon as the game commenced, Luton
pressed hotly, and Higgins, who (fepuﬁs-ed
for Biggar, was called upon twice in the first
minute He saved well from Brown, and
Moore forced a corner.  Af the other end, ‘
Maclaine and Squires tried pot shots, but
TLuton scon returned to the attack, and Hig-
gins smartly doalt with a long, low shot from
Jomes. A manute later, F. Hawkes pased‘
forward, and Smith headed to Moore, but
Lockett prevented him from shooting.

The first goal was scored at the end of
twanty minutes’ play. Hedloy was at fault in
not getting in his kick when the right wirg
men were making the running. The ball

was centred, and Jarvis obtained poveession,
but Cleavor dashed up and robbed him. The
outside-left was dlose at hand, and he prompt-
ly took advantage of 1he opportunity, It
was a eolt goal, but it was followed two
minutes later by ono for Lulon.

Stansfield was the scorer, but the geal was
the outcome of what was evidently intended
for a contre. Lockett completo'y misced the
ba.ll‘. and it entered the net wilhout Higgins
having a chance to touch it. The succceding
piay was crowded with inoident. Quinn almost
got thmough on his own. e finished an in-
dividual effort with a hard shot,  Higgins
put out hie fish, and deflested tho ocoursa of
tho ball, Fred Hawlkes was nexh fouled near
the penalty line, and a cornor for Luton was
followed by a hot assaulb,

From a free kick tuken by Frcd Hawkes,
Quinn and Smith got in alever overhead
kicks, and Higgins saved from the latter.
Another freo kick ought to have reswted in a
goal.  Stansfield brought the ball in, but
other forwards crowded around, and °the
outeide-left was hampered. It was a bad
miss, but Stamsfield could hardly be blamed.
Stansfield next tock a corner, and Moore
boaded thmough in the Moody style.

Smith was prominent on two or three
oocasions after this, but the best chance at
this stage fell to Squires, who shot over. Fol-
lowing a free kick taken by Betts, who is
sorving his third season with Watford, Mao-
laine tried a hard shct. Jarvis just got to
it, and the ball went off the bar for a corner,
The attack was never really cleared. Trus-
man gob his foot to a centre from the leff,
and had the mortification of £coring against
his own side, It was very nnfortwmate, but
acoidents wi]l happen.

As this goal was scored in the last minute
of the first half, the teams crossed over on
level terms. In the first few minutes Luton
attacked with quite as much earncstn-ss as
they had shown at the commencement of the
game. Smith attracted attention more than
once, and he presemrted Moore with practically
an open goal but the inside-left shot over.
Then Watford had a turn, and Trueman on
two soparate ocoasions prevented Fyfe from
getting m his kick.

Moors, the Watford outside-left, made a
good effort, bub his shot went wide. Shortly
afterwards, Smith reocived the full fores of
tho ball on his body and fell. Mr. Hammord
rushed up, and taking his coat off, attended
to the home centre-forwsrd, who was roon
ahls to resume. A flying centre from Stans-
field caused Higgins to rush out. He rolled
over and dropped the ball, but recovered it,
and threw it to one of his backs.

A miskick by Hediey enabled Squire to
get away, but Jarvis saved with one hand.
When Watford came again, Jarvis rushed out
to meet a centre by Fyfe, and rolled over
with Cleaver. The attack was cleared, how-
ever. Near the centre of the field Betts
threw himself at the ball in order to prevent
Smith from getting it. The Watford man fell
on his head. Fortunately, he was nct
seriously hurt, but it was a very narrow
escans,

Tho most exciting {ime came a quarter of
an hour from the end, when Smith headed
through from a centre by Brown, Immediate-

afterwards, Brown again cemtred, und
Smith headed into Higgins’ hands.  Again
Brown put in a centre, and for the second
time within a minute Smith headed into the
neb. After this, Luton swarmed to the at:
tack, and Brown was given plenty _to do.
Squires, of Watford, made a bad miss, but
Quinn and Fred Hawkes came near to scor-
ing in the last minutes of the game.

Everybody agrees that Smith has smartened
up the Luton attack very comnsiderably, and
it is also satisfactory to note that Quinn is
doing better at insideright than he did at
centre-forward.  Yesterday he played his
best game for Lnton. He is becoming more
