Yaton were represemted
by the team. which won by four goals to two
last week, tut Watford made scame changes.
Squires and Griewe wene absentees, Skaauer, a
reserve back from Southend, was introduved
at inside right,” and Smith made his first ap-
pearance at ocentre-forward since he broke his
leg at Southampton last season.

Stansfield centred and
Betts kicked the ball to Moedy, who took de-
liberate aim and scored with a high shot in

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Woatford’s forwards were not playing at all
well, but Skirner bad an easy chance to
equalise after Jarvis had left his goal. He
sent wide, much to the disgust of the home
crowd. In the succeeding play, Watford
improved somewhat, but there was wery little
incident in the play. The first free kick was
for a foul on Jones, and in the attack which
followed Biggar punched a long shot by
Brown.
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The gencral play of the home team did not in-
spire confidence, and the Tuton front rank was
much the better set. A fina long shot by Fyfe
went straight to goal, where Jarvis easily dis-
posed of it. TIn one or two attacks by Watford
the halves did not lemd eufficient support to
their forwards, and a striking contrast was
afforded by the Luton trio, Jores in particular
generally being on the spot when wanted. An
agorossive movement on  the Watford left
locked dangerous, for Iedley skied the ball,
but Jarvis saved amidst a crowd of players.

Good play by Stansfield and Moody found
Smith near the Watford goal, and he did his
best with a shot from a difficult angle. A
counle of free kicks gave Watford @ look in,
and from the s~cond Jarvis saved.a header by
Smith, who was at close quarters, Watford
came again, but the defemce prevailed, and in
a further attack Moore shot wide when he
had a good chance. A minute later Jarvis was
fortunate in clearing when he was on
ground and the ball was at the fcet of Smith.

Tt will be ssen that Watford improved as
the intorval drew near. This was not really
dne to amy oxcellence om their part, but to
tho nasy way in which Luton went about their
work.  Still, Luton were mmch the better
team, and were fully entitled to the lead. The
goal was an easy ons, however. Moody had
plenty of time to take aim, and Biggar should
have been fully aware of the direction
which the ball would go. |

Watford quickly got to
the other end, where they lost chances by bad
shocting.
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After Luton had been pressing, the Watford
forwards got away in a line, but Chapman
stopped them by kicking out. One of the best
attempts of the match wes made by Smith,
whoos low shot Jarvis had to be very smart
to save. DMomentary stoppages caused by in-
juries to Jones and Cleaver were followed by
fast exchanges, and the play was now really
interesting. Smith fastened on the ball fifteen
yards from goal and tried a ground shot, which
Bizgar did not have muech difficulty in clear-
ing
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A miskick by Chapman looked dangerous,
but Moore ran the ball over the line. Moody
next got clear and tried a hard high shot
Biggar, who had come out, put up his hands,
and the ball went ower for a corner. This
was cleared, but Luton came again, and Quinn
shot wide rather weakly. Stansfield tricked
two or three opponernts, bui was prevented
from getting right through. Following a
centre by Brown, Stanefield’s header was
punched out by Biggar, and a shot from the

outside left met with a similar fate.
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Then came the most sensational incident of
the match. Trueman kicked in the wrong
direction, and the ball was a trifle too high
for Chapman to head it. Moore centred, and
Smith was presented with a glorious chance,
but Jarvis came out and literally took the ball
off his toes. Stansfield made a fine effort and
finished with a good shot, Biggar just touch-
ing the ball before Quinn steered 1t behind.
On another occasion, however, Quinn deseryved
to ecore with a shot which went over the far
corner of the goal. Hedley was also con-
spicuous with a fine clearance when Maclaine
was gobting dangerous. ;
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. Five minutes from the finish Smith
equalised. The ball’ came across from Moore,
and the centre-forward, who was in an offside
positicn, steadied himself and shot into the
net. The 50«3.1 was allowed, and the specta-
tiors cheered the home players on to greater
efforts. There was some exciting play in the
mouth of the Laton goal, but time eame with-
out any further score.
