About fhree thousand poople witnessed this
match. The first half was well contested, but the
second half was not so good, and for guite a long
pericd Swindon were slightly the better team.
Towards the finish Luton assumed the upper
hand, but could not score, and the game ended
in a draw—a fairly satisfactory result, though
Luton shounld have made more of their chances in*
f the first half.

When the teams last met at Luton prior to
Monday, a thrilling game was seen. That was in
last March, and Swindon were making a bold
bid for the champicnship. Theyv were deofeated
by a goal to nil, and as a result Northampton
gained the coveled honour. Nothing so sensa-
tional was seen on Monday, but there was some
excitement in the last few minutes, when both
teams tried their level best fo win. It will be
seen that Troeman again played at left-half,
while Moore partnered Stansfield, Moody being

A very hard shot from the outside-right was
saved, and then Moore sont wide with a flying
kick. A contro from the right went across nicely,
and Moore had an open goal, but took the ball
wide. Perhaps .tho inside-left could hardly be
blamed, for Smith was in front, and he did not

expect the ball to reach him. Still, it was a let-

off for Swindon. Then at the end of twenty-five
minutes Fleming equalised with a low shot which
reached the corner of the net.
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Perhaps some people would blame Chapman for
the part he took in the play immediately preced-
ing the goal. He certainly did meet the ball
rathor weakly, but it was a standing kick guite
on the spur of the moment. Bofore the interval
Moore met a centre by Brown, but took the
sphere too far, and whilst he was trying to pre-
vent it from going over the lins, Kay cleared.
At the other end Lavery had an easy chance in
front of goal, but shot over.
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Neither goalleeper was troubled in the first
few minutes of the second half. Moore was given
offside when he met a centre from Brown, follow-
Ing a miskick by Quinn. Chapman almest lot
the wvisitors in, but Lavery was adjudged offside
when he was about to shoot. A miskick by
Hedley might have proved dangerous, but he
Lheaded the ball and it went out of play. Silto
then made a voery good attempt from long range,
and Jarvis tipped over.
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Swindon were the better team in the succeed-
ing play, which was chiefly in_ midfield, but
Luton at length forced a corner. From this Jones
passed to Stansficld, who, with a glorious chance,
shot over, although quite near the goal. A little
laxity on the part of Skiller might have resuited
in a long volley from Hedley finding the net,
but the goalkeeper saved near the post. A good
run by Stansfie’d was finished with a cross Dass.
Skiller, in clearing, collided with Smith, and sus-
tained an injury to hxs.wrxst..

From now to the finish Jefferson, _the outside-
right, was the most prominent man in the Swin-
don team. Twice he eluded both backs, and at
the second attermpt his shot went across the mouth
of goal, passing out of play on the other side.
When next he got the ball he was cleverly robbed
by Hedley, who was repeatedly in the picture

during the closing stages. Luton attacked hotly,

and -Smith was very unfortunate with a shot
which rebounded from under the crossbar. On
another occasion a hard shot by the centre-
forward was only just saved by Skiller. The ball
camo out, but none of the Luton players were
pnoar enough to take advantage of the oppor-

tanity.
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Luton met a_team that was quite their equal,
but it is not too much to say that Moedy would
have profited by at least one of the chances that
came the way of Moore in the first half. Stiil,
Moore played very well. The other inside man,
Quinn, was in better form than l‘xsual. He tried
hard, especially during the early part of the
game. Drown was really the best of the for-
wards, for Smith was allowed very little rope, and
Sfansgfield was not altogether convincing. .
Hawkes was the bost of the halves, Jones doing
a littla too much hugging. Trueman was a bit
too slow, and gave Hedley a lot of work to do,
but that player performed splendidly. Chapman,
on the other hand, was a lot below par, both in
tackling and kicking. Jarvis rendored capital
service in goal. Swindon adopted the open styie
of play, and their right wing did good work
thronghout the game. Fleming is a famous for-
ward, but tho honours went to Jefferson on Mon-
day, though the outside-left showed up very well
