he winger made a little ground, and with
pponents drawn, banged the ball well over,
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the situation, Pointon and Thomnsonmtl:é?x‘;:
very persistent, and the latter gave Denning-
ton a hot shot from a very difficulf angle,
the goalkeeper failing to hold the ball. but
snapning it up nuickly as the Town players
shouted ™ Goall” So ‘the game ended ith
the Town deserving much 1etter reward.

It was a pleasure to see the Town score
twice in a game away from home, They have
done it four times this season, and it gave
them two wins and a draw. while on the other
occasion the game ended in a defeat by tre
same margin as on Raturday.

WHERE THEY WANT IT.

The improvement in the attack was largel
dus to the introduction of ~7oods, nd -.,gmz
powerful leadership of Thomasan., As w.th
Till, any question of the [ormars fitness was
dispelled by his display. He was nit far
short of being the most ckilful ferward on
view, as well as the most uinnstentations. Fe
drew the opposition cleverly, and then mysti-
fied them by giving a thorough  pass
up the middle when they expected the ball
to go to Clark, or gave it to Tlark when
Thompson seemed to be the likely recipeut.

Thompson’s form was the best he has <hywn
this season. Just as one course in the G F.
Railway dining car does not make a meal,
neither does one bad miss make a bad for-
ward. Thompson should have seored at least
once; he deserved to score several times. He
has not shot better in any game this seascn,
and, probably, during his connection with
the club. Moreover, he kept a's line on the
move better, and gave beautiful passcs along
the ground. On such form, he shonld te the
leader. Reid played a very nsefnl gzzme,
though not with the same skill as Wonds. He
and Pointon got on well together, ard he may
gay for perseverance in the wvosition. Ni1il

hope he will not hesitate 1o shoot as -often
at_inside right as he does at centre-forward.

Of the wingers Clark got the more work,
thanks to the feeding by Woods. He re-
sponded snlendidly, and gaye one of his best'|
games. Pointon was inclined to hold the
hall a trifle too long in the first half, but
he. centred better than usumal, for he seldom
sent the ball beyond the reach of his col-
leagues. In the second half he did even better
work, and was too fast for the oppoesition, bnt
the small ground often beat him after he
had beaten his men. X

MIDDLE AND REAR.

The middle men were the backbone of the
team in the first half and for two-thirds of
the second. Then most unaccountably, the
backbone developed a crick, and that spoiled
the effect. Rennie gave a clever display with
his feet, but was lacking in head-work. He
opened up the gams finely, .and there were
phases of half-back play that were as effect-
e as they were. telling. He found his for-
wards well. So did Black, who had a very
hard task to hold Aitken. Black did not
wander guite so much in the first half. bnt
Aitken managed to escape toe much in the
late stages of the game. 8o with Cousins
and Millar. The latter more than held his
own until the general fall off. and then his
opponent got clean away several times. Millar
also fed his wing well. -

Graham and Till were bothered in the early
part by the auick movements of Gilgun, but
they scotched him -after the first 20 m:nntes.
Both kicked and tackled cleanly and cculd
hardly be blamed in any way for the defeat.
Harper, in my opinion, had no chance ith
the first goal any more than ‘vith the third.
but the socond was one of those that always
Jook as if they should be stopped and yet
freguently are missed. He did not nnpear so
confident as one would like him to le

For Norwich, most praise must ge to Den-
nington. He kept goal admirably, and his
barks were sturdy and resolute rather than
skilful, Richmond was a hapd-working pivot,
and Aitken was the outstanding forward, his
sneed, trickery, and go-ahead méthods being
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t was a really fine, sporting strngale, with
a minimum of whistle, because it was not
necessary, and Mr. Elphee and the Lnesmen
were unanimous in their comouments to the
plavers.  The referee said it was a P.S.A.
match, and one of the best he had ever
refereed. :
