OUR VISITORS. ..

THE LUTON TOWN Football Club was founded in 1885 and was reputed
to be the first club in the South to employ professional players.

They played in the Southern League from 1894 - 96 and were elected the fol-
lowing year (1897) to the Football League Division Two. They are popularly
known as the “ Hatters ” or the “ Straw Plaiters ”.

Luton were in Division Two from 1897 to 1900 when they failed to gain
re-election. They then operated again in the Southern League until 1920 when they
were elected to the Third Division and in 1921 were members of the Third
Division South.

They gained promotion to the Second Division in 1937 after being runners-
up the previous season and in 1955 were runners-up and of course were pro-
moted to the First Division where they remained until season 1959 - 60. After a
short spell in the Second Division they were relegated with 29 points ; they only
won one game away from home and lost 17 — the remaining three away games
were drawn.

Last season Luton finished in 18th position with 42 points. They won 16
matches, lost 20 and drew 10 scoring é4 goals against 80. We lost at Luton 1-0
and won at home 1-0. This season Luton knocked us out of the League Cup in
a recent match at Vale Park.

Luton were quarter finalists in the F.A. Cup in 1933 and 1952.

In season 1936 - 37 Luton scored 103 goals in 42 matches, and of this number
Joe Payne scored 55 which was then a record for the Division 3 South. In the
previous season the same player made history on his debut at centre forward by
scoring 10 goals in a Third Division South match agaist Bristol Rovers whom they
beat 12-0.

The record attendance at Luton is 30,059 versus Blackpool in a cup tie in
March, 1959.

He has
represented England on several occasions. Played for the Football League on
2 occasions and also for England ‘ B’ Team versus Yugoslavia ‘B’. Was a mem-
ber of the F. A. Touring team tc South America in 1959.

ALAN McBAIN (Full Back)
Born in Aberdeen. Played for Carlisle. He attracted our Manager’s attention
and was transferred to Luton in exchange for J. Lornie and A. Ross. A very
sound and capable defender.

JOHN BRAMWELL (Full Back)
Joined Luton in October, 1960 from Everton, and has proved a very capable
player worthy to be considered for International honours. Played at Wing-
half on several occasions last season, proving equally successful.

GORDON FINCHAM (Centre Half)
Transferred from Leicester to Plymouth, and then to Luton in 1963. Is the
dominating centre-half who has proved his value to Luton.

MARK LOWNDS (Wing Half)
Signed from Durham in January, 1960. Became full-timer on completion of
his Apprenticeship with a local firm. Is a wing-half who likes to get on with
the game. A tireless worker.

THOMAS McKECHNIE (Inside Forward)
Born Glasgow and came here direct from Rob Roy (Scotland) at the end
of season 1960-61. Played consistently in the First Team in the past 3
seasons, except when injury prevented him from playing.

RAY WHITTAKER (Outside Left)
A Londoner from Bow, his only other club being Arsenal. He gained Eng-
land Youth International Honours with John O’Rourke in 1962 and 1963,
and when we were in need of a Left Wing he was pursuaded to join us, in
March, 1964. He went straight into the First Team and held his place for the
remainder of the season.

JOHN REID (Inside Forward)
Previously played for Bradford and Northampton to whom we made a sub-
stantial transfer fee in November, 1963. Has settled down well at Luton.

BILLY HAILS (Outside Right)
