IF MANCHESTER United failed to live up to their
reputation at Kenilworth Road, their performance
in taking away a point was world class compared
with the sour reaction of manager Ron Atkinson.

The biggest crowd of the season saw a match which
was short of the attacking flair we have grown to expect
from the Town, mainly because.
