Under somewhat different conditions, but with similar
optimism we start the campaign of 1920-21. It would be
absurd to attempt to disguise the disappointment we all
felt as the weeks went by last season and game after game
was lost. It should nmot be forgotten, however, that con-
ditions then were in a disordered state all over the country,
and for months many of the best clubs were badly hit.
At one period it appeared as though Aston Villa would
finish at the bottom of the League, but they were much
nearer the top, and also carried off the English Cup.
Clube like the Villa have the means to recruit and make
good early mistakes, but Luton Town's resources are
limited, and with good players scarce we had to go on
as best we could until the end of the season. The relegation
rule did not operate, and even had it done so Luton would
just have escaped. Now we have transferred to the
control of the English League, and as membera of the
Third Division there is plenty to play for in the way of
promotion. The directors have endeavoured to remedy
the deficiencies of last season, and spent a considerable
amount of money in collecting good men, and it is to
be hoped that the support will justify their enterprise.
Hopes are high, let loyalty be even higher, and who knows
but that we may find ourselves candidates for admiersion
to the Becond Division of the League next seasonf
